SAN MARCOS RIVER
San Ma_rcos to Martindale — 10% Miles

Agquarena Springs in San Marcos, szcond largest LU
in Texas, erupts from underground ‘o form a lake rich in
underwater growth and abounding sn fish clearly visible
through the martnt clecar water. The water then cascades
over a small dam giving birth 1o the San Marcos River . . .
probably the most popular canoeing stream in Tgxas.

The San Marcos offers everything a canoesst could want

 beautiful clear water, skill testing small rapids and
eddies, good campsites, and scenic shoreline vegetation. Huge
rtephant ears and brilliant erimsen cannas nod hello to the
passing canoeist, Delicate water hyacinths bicom happily
in coves and pockuts protecting them from the main
current.

SAN MARCos
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Consider taking this trip in warm weather. It's impossible
to stay completely dry for the entirety of the trip. Keep
the canoe as light and emply as possible for easy handling
in the shallow water and over the portages. Leave the camp-
ing gear in the car at the take out or half way point. Be
sure cveryllning vafuable is tied in and waterproofed f
necessary.

The topographicatl quadrangles for this trip zre the San
Marcos North, San Marcos South, and the Martindale, Texas
quadrangles.

The Outing Club at Worcester Polytechnic Institute will be rock climbing,

backpacking and white-water canceing in southern New England over the summer.
