There have been fish caught with
more than 70 times the allowable limit, so you can imagine what the mobili-
zation of environmental groups is like. Trying to get the Philadelphia
Water Department Iinterested in testing for PCBs - nothing definite to
report, though."

I hope you realize
that the success of IOCAlum this past year has been due almost entirely to your
contributions to both the IOCALUM NEWS and the organization in general. To be sure,
the IOCAlum Secretary must be enthusiastic about the newsletter and the members, as
well as about the organization overall, but the real credit, I feel, goes out to
each of you as it 1s your efforts and responses that makes I0CAlum a viable, fun
organization for yourselves as well as for future outing club alums. However, when
a member writes, "It is great to get those information-packed pages, and all the
letters published from alums make me feel a part of a living organization," then I
feel that I have done the best possible for you and I hope you've been satisfied
with my performance as your Secretary and Chief Stamp-Licker.

Besides the JOCALUM NEWS, being able to meet again long-lost outing club
friends through the I10CAlum membership campaign and meeting several new alums via
correspondence and personal visits, and hearing more frequently from the rest of you
has added considerable additional enjoyment to my work. Now if my membership drive
works and fifty or more outing club seniors (Fifty!) join IOCAlum either during IOCA
CONFERENCE or later in the year, then I shall be 100% satisfied with my output this
year!
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Admittedly, I've been rather liberal with the IOCAlum revenue; the balance
last April was $572.31 and our balance now reads $530.07. So, like a government
bureaucrat, I did a little "deficit" spending, though I knew I would in advance.
Since the IOCAlum treasury had so much "fat" in the account when I took office, I
decided to (1) increase the membership drive as much as possible last Spring, last
Fall and prior to IOCA CONFERENCE this year, and (2) publish a really decent JOCALUM
DIRECTORY with which to throw at you folks as a sort of surprise - it was hard work
for me (moi'e so than I anticipated) but your response to the publication was more
than favordble.

I was shocked to see income balance out with expenditures! The ICCALUM
EMPLOYMENT BULLETINS were handled courtesy of the Career Services Center at CSU.
However if a large number of alums (currently, only 18 receive these bulletins) are
interested in receiving them, we may have to charge a $1.00 fee or whatever to off-
set the costs of printing and mailing, at least to avoid taking advantage of this
generosity., Although I have spent more of your money than I had received, the
overall picture for iOCAlum finances continues to look real good. There have and
will again be times when the treasury is stressed a bit, and other years when the
expenditures are lower. Also, some members pay their dues for several years in
advance, which I think is a good idea, however such practice distorts the fiscal
picture somewhat (not a cause for complaint, howeverl).

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This next IDCAlum fiscal year would not require as great an expenditure,
nor would the quality of our program have té be sacrificed. For one thiag, the 1975
TOCALUM DIKECTORY was a one-shot deal that certainly would not have to be continued
in the elaborate format the next time. As in the past, most directories were no more
costly than a normal issue of the newsletter. Also, should my membership recruiting
scheme not work out very well, than one would be inclined not to distribute future
issues of the ITOCALUM NEWS to the IOCA clubs as frequently. In other words, working
with a balanced budget in the near future is not an impossibility.

We should all realize, however} that the cost of printing the newsletters
has been very cheap compared to commercial printing costs. As luck would have it,
Colorado State University maintains its own high-speed printing facilities with 24-
hour service at prices drastically cheaper than that of off-campus enterprises. And
interestingly enough, about one month after postage jumped to 13¢ for First Class
Mail, the CSU printers lowered their charges almost enough to offset completely the
postal increase. It used to cost $21.60 to print up 200 copies of a 12-page news-
letter, plus $18.00 postage back in the 0ld Days when it was 10¢ for First Class
Mail; total cost - $39.60. Now it costs only $16.80 to print up 200 copies of a
12-page (maximum number of pages that can be sent with one stamp) TOCALUM NEWS,
plus $23.40 postage; total cost - $40.20. This represents only a net increase of
60¢ per issue, instead of a possible $5.40 increase per issue if printing costs
stayed the same. I1've been fortunate to have access to inexpensive but good quality
printing services, so I haven't felt guilty about flooding your mailboxes with thick
newsletters, However, another alum may be forced to publish thinner newsletters if
he, she, or they are only able to patronize commercial printers, but this sort of
situation should be expected.

FOCALUM — FORTY YEARS AFTER

In 1936, the first IOCAlum Secretary, Janet Cutler 2 of Vassar Quting
Club, wrote that I0CAlum is "a loosely organized branch of IOCA whose main function
would be as a central clearing-house for keeping track of mobile graduates and
sponsoring trips of various sorts.” After forty years, IOCAlum still functions as
it did back then, even though ocuting clubbers may have "changed'" a lot. Yet one
thing is for sure - outing club alums continue to be "mebile" and they continue to
try to keep track of each other and attend outings. And I0CAlum is still '"loosely
organized" even though our membership is considerably larger than it was in 1936;
proof that growth does not require formal organizationl!

From the single-page newsletter published in 1934 with news of fifteen
members, the TOCALUM NEWS has become a bi-monthly publication of twelve pages con-
taining more than eighty alums cited in many issues, including address changes for
more than fifty members each year - proof that IOCAlums continue to be mobile!

Our membership list includes alums not only from New England and New York State, as
in the charter list, but also includes members from coast-to-coast, Maine to Florida,
Alaska, Canada, the South Pacific, and sometimes Europe, Asia, Africa and South
America. Our function of maintaining contact with outing club alums is an ever-
increasing and fascinating one.

In May 1937, the IOCélums attended IOCA CONFERENCE for the first time as
a group, electing Janet Cutler” as I0CAlum Secretary; alum dues were 75¢. By 1939,
IOCAlum was well established: newsletters were published more-or-less regularly
and "Caa-ooo-wah!" began to usurp the place of "Berg heil!" as the closing remark.
Turtle Island became an official annual reunion, ski weekends flourished, and only
the original Alum Week floundered and got lost in that old maze of interest versus
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time available. New friendships developed and old ones strengthened. Slide
shows, glopfests, square dances and, of course, outings have all become vital parts
of IOCAlum.

And even by 1976, IOCAlum continues to stand for those things expressed
in that initial rfewsletter. But it is more, as welll It is a spirit - a spirit
which prompts an alum to write repeated invitations to "drop in, we've loads of
floor space;" it pervades the atmosphere of an alum vehicle crammed full of alive
and enthusiastic outing clubbers heading for the wilderness; it is behind the im-
promptu get-togethers held for IOCAlums unexpectedly in town. It is IOCAlum! This
spirit, plus a love for the outdoors in all seasons, in all terrains, are what
constitutes IOCAlum. And it is these people who make up what we fondly refer to
as our '"'disorganization'" of IOCAlums! ¥
